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Structure, roles and issues relating to multinational enterprises, offshore companies and their
principle forms of international business, namely: trade in goods and services including both direct and indirect exports,
international license of technology and intellectual property, and foreign direct investments; risks that may arise in relation
to such international business and management of such risks; legal systems applicable to international economic relations
with respect to international trade, finance, investment, and development, focusing on the applicable legal systems and
mechanics at international and regional levels; impacts of international economic laws on developing countries and
Thailand; Concepts and theories of investment and legal institutions that promote and encourage international investment;
framework agreement relating to international investment especially on ASEAN economic cooperation; other ASEAN co-
operations relating to trade and investment as well as the role of ASEAN towards liberalization of and investment
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(Space Law)
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Principles of international law concerning space, including the role of international law on
enacting rules and regulations in space activities; the usability of outer space at present and in the future, the law- making
process related to space activities for both national and international institutions, and the participation in legislation process
of public and private sectors; the legal system of outer space and other stars, the legal status of spacecraft including their
registration, liability for damages caused by space activities, assistance to astronauts and spacecraft in distress, international

law and military uses of outer space
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(Logistics Law)
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The evolution of transportation and legal system of Thailand; laws and regulations related to
the logistics handling such as procurement of goods and services for trading of goods between countries; international trade
expenses; international freight including multimodal transportation namely by air, road and rail; law relating to in green

logistic measures, labour law and also the warehouse law etc
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(Environmental and Climate Change Law)
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Legal theories and principles in environmental and law and law on natural resources; e.g.
sustainable development, beneficiary pays principle, polluter pays principle, preventive principle, precautionary principle,
and interdisciplinary concept on environmental and natural resources management; laws and state policies in connection
with management, development, exploitation, and conservation of environment and natural resources; the use of other
means to environment and natural resources conservation such as economic and social measures; people participation in the
administrative procedure which relates to environmental issues, community rights; environmental dispute settlement,
environmental litigation; international environmental law, selected international environmental agreement which Thailand
has committed to, the role of international organization and NGOs in the protection of the environment; greenhouse gases
and the impact of greenhouse gas emissions on the environment; regulatory controls and agencies responsible for
greenhouse gas emissions; measures to reduce greenhouse gas emissions; legislation on climate change in Thailand and

abroad
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(Labour and Social Welfare Law)
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Theory of labour, national labour policy, relationship between employer and employee, law
on labour protection, labour relation, labour disputes settlement procedure, legal status and the role of labour union,
International Labour Organization (ILO) and its relation with Thai labour law; legal principles aimed at protecting and
developing children and youth, promoting equality for women and men, strengthening family and community through state
support to the elderly, the poor, the disabled and the disadvantaged to have a good quality of life and be self-reliant, as well
as social welfare by the government and private sectors
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Emergence of legal study in the Middle Ages, the expansion of legal study from Italy to the
rest of Europe and the ongoing expansion of private law to the other branch of law; economic, social and political changes
that lead to the reformation, arrangement of code law and the emergence of the modern legal system from East to West;
history and evolution of public law in foreign countries and in Thailand; comparative analysis of theories of public law,
sources of public law, general principles of public law; relations between foreign public law and Thai public law; key

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Theory and concepts of state intervention in business operation and consumer protection other
than that provided by Thai Civil and Commercial Code; theory and concepts of damage remedies resulting from
consumption; legal measures which various countries takes to protect consumers; analysis of problems arising from the
enforcement of consumer protection laws in Thailand; judicial system that facilitates the claims of consumers, to facilitate

the damaged consumers to be treated quickly, economically and effectively, which support the protection of consumer rights
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
